MAKE SURE THAT THE HEATER ELEMENT HAS COOLED FOR APPROX. 15 MINUTES, AND
THAT THE TOOL IS DISCONNECTED FROM THE ELECTRICAL CONNECTOR. LOOSEN THE
LOCKING SCREWS (A) ON THE FOOT & UPPER ARM OF THE DEPTH GUARDS (B). MOVE
THE DEPTH GUARDS (B) TO THE DESIRED POSITION EVENLY. TIGHTEN THE SCREWS (A)

FIRMLY.

TO REMOVE THE HEATER ELEMENT (C): ,
MAKE SUE THAT THE HEATER ELEMENT HAS COOLED FOR APPROXIMATELY 15

MINUTES, AND THAT THE TOOL IS DISCONNECTED FROM THE ELECTRICAL
CONNECTOR.

1. REMOVE THE UPPER ELECTRICAL CONNECTOR FROM IT’S MOUNTING PLATE.

2. LOOSEN THE SCREWS (D) & (H) HOLDING THE FOOT & POWER LEAD OF THE
HEATER ELEMENT TO THE BOTTOM PLATTE & TOP POWER LEAD.

3. REMOVE THE BLADE CLAMP SCREWS (G) AND MOVE THE HEATER ELEMENT UP
THROUGH THE MAIN CASTING.

4. REMOVE SPRING (E) & BUSHING (F) FROM THE TOP OF THE HEATER ELEMENT.

5. INSTALL THE NEW HEATER ELEMENT AND REVERSE THE ABOVE PROCEDURE.

NOTE: THE BLADE CLAMP MUST BE INSTALLED SO THAT IT RESTS NO MORE THAN
1/16” ABOVE BUSHING 1706740 TO ALLOW FOR THE EXPANSION AS THE ELEMENT

HEATS.
